following areas:

	Communication and Language  Literacy
	A variety of nursery rhymes, poetry, stories and simple non-fiction texts. Topic based discussions about “Are people all the same?”.

	Mathematics 
	Counting, reading and ordering numbers including zero. Finding 1 more and 1 less. Addition, Using language to describe shapes and sizes, and to compare length.

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
	Trying new activities and being confident to work in a group. Discuss feelings, different views, likes and dislikes. Understanding rules, sharing and fairness.

	Physical Development
	Move with confidence, imagination and safety in class, in the hall and outdoors.

Developing fine and gross motor skills. Recognising changes in their bodies after exercise.  

	Expressive Arts and Design 
	Explore colour, texture, shape, form and space in 2D and 3D. Use their senses and respond in a range of ways. Paint self portraits and pictures.

	“People”. Discussion and finding out about out bodies. Looking at the role of other people within their family, school and community.
