
This half term, Year Two will be learning about the 

following topics:

	Literacy
	We will be reading stories with repeating patterns and basing our writing on these. We will also be reading and writing instructions as well as texts linked to our Topic work. 

	Numeracy
	We will be revising numbers to 100, practising counting forwards and backwards in different steps. We will be partitioning numbers into tens and units, developing addition and subtraction and learning the 2 and 10 times tables.

	Science
	Our topic this half term is forces and movement. We will be thinking about where these forces are used and will be investigating ways to make objects travel faster and slower.

	ICT
	The children will be developing their word processing skills further and practising presenting work in different ways. 

	History
	Our topic this half term is Famous Faces

	Design & Technology
	We will be finding out about how toy vehicles move. This will then move on to designing and making a vehicle.

	P.E.
	Gymnastics – developing control over movements
Multi-skills. 

	Music
	This term we will be learning about pitch, using our voices and instruments.

	R.E.
	This term we will be learning about the Buddhist faith. 

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Our focus this half term will be learning about new beginnings.

	Topic 
	Our Topic this half term will be Famous faces where we will be finding out about significant historical figures, what they are famous for and the impact they had. 

This half term we will also be taking part in Sports week, Black History Month and Harvest.
