Use available resources to create props to support role play
	· Weaving with ribbons, lace, fabric, indoors & out

· Enable pupils to create simple puppets: spoon, plate, sock…

· Tearing/cutting various papers into strips, shapes, folding/crumpling & overlaying to make a collage

· Explore types of printing, eg with junk-boxes, sponges, wool, net, tubes…

· Enable pupils to work outside on large scale paintings using different ways of applying paint & adding natural materials

· Enable children to add materials to dough & respond thro’ senses

· Sing songs & clap rhythms related to the topic

· Have a music area inside & out available for the children to explore various instruments

· Listen & discuss a variety of music & respond to it with elastics, scarves, streamers  & large paper with mark making equipment

· enable making of instruments & explore ways of making sounds


	· Using safe mirrors, draw/paint self portraits & name facial parts

· Create face biscuits showing chosen facial expression-happy, sad…

· Collage candles on card birthday cakes

· Talk about family members & potato print their faces & add features 

· Represent themselves in other media- paper plate masks, clay, play dough, construction, collage, pasta shapes, sand patterns. 

· Make dotty patterns with finger tips, look at circles in the environment, pictures…explore & experiment making circle shapes with a wide range of media & mark making implements Sharratt. Can they say how people are alike & different? Use wallpaper sheet to fill in lots of different expressions.

· Printing using hands/feet/thumbs/fingers/knuckles. Look at Mud Hand Circle by R. Long & create own group patterns; look at mehndi patterns on hands

· Sing songs, If you’re Happy etc. contrast singing sitting don with singing standing up. Compare singing with wide open mouths & nearly closed mouths.

· Tape voices saying ”hello”, their names, singing a song. Play Chinese whispers/clapping games. Play games such as ‘The Music Box’

· Compose music together to make sound effects for stories & poems

· Begin to develop a dance vocabulary
