	Understanding the World
	· Has a sense of own immediate family and relations. 

· Notices detailed features of objects in their environment.

· Shows interest in the lives of people who are familiar to them. Remembers and talks about significant events in their own experiences.


	Mathematics 
	· Noticing simple shapes and patterns in pictures.
· Using some number names and number language spontaneously.

· Reciting numbers aloud in order to 10.

· Showing an interest in numerals in the environment.



	Expressive arts and Design
	· Joining in singing favourite songs.
· Singing familiar songs.

· Exploring and learns how sounds can be changed.

· Engaging in imaginative role-play based on own first-hand experiences.
