	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
	· Putting on and taking off coats, aprons, shoes, socks and dressing up clothes independently
· Taking turns and sharing when using limited nursery equipment
· Listening to others during shared times, taking turns in conversation
· Having packed lunches in the hall in readiness for September

	Communication and Language, Literacy
	· Listening to stories, then talking about the beginning, middle and end, the characters, plot and setting
· Talking to the Reception staff when playing in Nursery and when visiting the Reception class

	Physical Development
	· Exploring different ways of travelling- in the hall, outside and in the Reception outside classroom 
· Continuing mark making and early writing skills and letter formation
· Using scissors independently to shape paper and materials

	Literacy 
	· Making marks/ writing letters from names/ simple words correctly
· Using words such as ‘character’, ‘front cover’, ‘page’ and ‘word’ when sharing books with an adult
· Segmenting and blending words as part of Letters and Sounds
· Learning the sounds made by different letters of the alphabet

	Understanding the World
	· Recognising and comparing different colours, textures and shapes in the outdoor environment  
· Getting to know places and staff and children in the main school 
· Meeting and working with members of staff in the Reception class 

	Mathematics 
	· Talking about what we make describing shape, size and colours

· Counting groups of objects, giving one number name to each object

· Solving simple number problems during small group times
· Talking about numbers that are more or less than another number

	Expressive arts and Design
	· Singing a range of familiar songs and nursery rhymes
· Using a range of materials to create our own images and models
· Exploring the sounds made by a range of percussion instruments
