Dear Parents/carers,

School is currently closed following Government Guidelines.  We would like to continue support your child’s learning and therefore we have put together a daily plan for home learning we believe would be beneficial for your child.  However should your child become unwell or this expectation too difficult to administer if you or other family members are unwell, we understand that not all the tasks will be completed.

We would recommend that children spend at least 2 hours each day on their learning, there is a core programme recommend for each day then a selection of tasks and activities which the children can select from during the time they are absent.

EYFS

Nursery

Home Activities Linked To The Early Years Foundation Stage Development Matters Framework
· The following suggested activities are a ‘best fit’ for the interests and abilities of the nursery class. Please note that your child may find some suggestions challenging while other tasks support consolidation of skills and knowledge

· Please re-visit suggestions since some involve development of concepts

· Aim for a mix of quiet and energetic activities

· Ensure shared daily reading is a priority. We want every child to love books!
· Ensure your child counts aloud daily (rote count)

· These activities will foster their ‘Characteristics Of Effective Learning’ which move through all areas of learning:

*Playing and exploring

*Active Learning

*Creating and thinking critically

LITERACY

· Rhyme work: How many nursery rhymes does your child know? Learn 3 new rhymes every week! Identify the rhyming words then add some more. Recount nursery rhymes using different voices: loud, quiet, squeaky etc Try to say rhymes slowly then quickly. Make up alternative endings, for example: Hickory, Dickory Boot etc, The mouse ran down the?
· Rhythm work: Play/ create music and encourage movement to it: marching, swaying etc Look at objects around the house and clap their syllables, for example: table (2), telephone (3)
· Alliteration: During play, include examples such as ‘juicy jelly’ and ‘sizzling sausages’. Learn tongue twisters like ‘She sells seashells on the seashore’ and ‘Peter Piper’. Play ‘I spy something beginning with s/p/t etc’ Sing ‘Sing A Song Of Sixpence A Pocket Full Of Rye’ Collect items which begin with the same sound

· Voice Sounds: Put some music on and have fun making different mouth movements: sticking tongues out and to the side, blowing, sucking and wiggling. Share stories which include lots of sounds you can join in with. Make a paper trumpet using A4 paper and sellotape then toot away! Can your child make a ‘Metal Mike’ voice? This is when they talk in a robotic voice as they segment simple CVC (consonant-vowel-consonant) words: c-a-t, d-o-g, m-a-t
· Body Sounds: Challenge your child to create sounds using their hands, feet, chest etc Can they create a sound pattern: clap, stamp, clap, stamp. Now do it quietly or slowly. March around the garden. Splash in a puddle. Can your child remember ‘Roly Poly Ever So Slowly, Roly Poly Faster!’
· In the garden: What can they hear? Can they describe the sound: long, short, fast, slow, fading? Using sticks as beaters, have fun tapping on different surfaces as they sing ‘Miss Polly Had A Dolly’
· Jolly Phonics Website: Can your child remember the actions we have been using when saying their peers’ names? For example ‘Daphne’ has the letter sound (phoneme) ‘d’ at the beginning of the name so we pretend to beat a drum. Begin to talk about the ‘grapheme’ (written form) of the letter sound (phoneme) for: s a t p i n Using these particular letters you can begin to create lots of simple three letter words: sat, pin, tin, tip etc to read and write
· Read a story and add sound effects using voice, body or percussion instrument 

         MATHEMATICS

· Rote count daily from 1 to 10/ 20 and beyond. Aim for secure counting at 1 to 10 first
· Challenge your child to begin rote counting from 3 instead of 1. Try other numbers. Repeat! Please do ensure they have a good grasp of rote counting 1-10 first
· Name the day, month and year. Can your child remember our ‘Days Of The Week’ songs?

· Counting objects: find new things to count every day. Does your child need to touch count, perhaps move the object slightly as they count? Concept: The last number said is the total amount (cardinality)
· Count out objects from a larger group: Ask your child to count out up to 6 items from a larger group. Try to use objects which look the same

· Play a board game such as Snakes and Ladders, Ludo etc. Support turn taking and use ordinal words such as: first, second, third. 
· Throw a dice: Can your child recognise the dots without having to count them? Make flashcards with dots on for your child to recognise. Challenge them by drawing dots not in the traditional formation for numbers Concept: subitising 

· How many altogether? Put the SAME TYPE of object on 2 separate plates. Perhaps use pieces of pasta or teaspoons, remember that they need to look the same. How many objects altogether? 
· Same or different? Using 2 plates and the same type of object, can your child say is there is the same or different amount on each plate? 
· Numerals Count items that look the same then place a written numeral next to the items. Children love numerals: 3,4 and 5 especially! Support your child to write the numeral, remembering to begin at the correct starting point
· Counting items which cannot be touched Count with your child as they jump, clap, stamp etc 
· Estimate Support your child to begin to make a sensible guess with small amounts
· Bake, for example Cheesy Sticks: Simple rolled puff pastry cut into strips and sprinkled with grated cheese before baking can offer lots of fabulous maths vocabulary such as: whole, half, long, short, how many? Oven setting, sharing… Other easy recipes to support mathematics are: vegetable soup, cupcakes, pancakes and omlettes
· Capacity: Water play is always popular. Clear plastic cups and (food coloured) water is great if available. Support understanding and use of words such as: full, half full, empty, half empty
· Weight: Support the understanding then use of: light, lighter and lightest in particular. Also model the use of: heavy, heavier and heaviest. Challenge and discuss understanding by filling a large bag with very light contents and a very small bag with heavy items.
· Pattern: Using items from around the house such as buttons, plates/ cutlery, beads, create a simple repeated pattern your child can copy. Patterns can be: plate/ fork/ plate/ fork. Or: plate/plate/fork/fork/plate/plate/fork/fork Can your child create their own? 
· Shape: Go on a Shape Hunt. Find shapes which are the same. What is the shape’s name? How are the shapes the same? Model words such as: corner and side. Investigate what 3D shapes (such as: cylinders, cubes and cuboids) can do. Can they roll? Why? Why not?
· Positional Words: The children need to understand them and then to use them. Begin with using toys to show the meaning of ‘behind’ and ‘not behind’ then, when secure, progress to ‘in front’. Initially, try not to introduce too many positional words until the understanding and use is secure. Positional words to learn: next to, under, above, inside. Challenge your child when appropriate, for example: Collect the toy which is in front of the tree, behind the shed’
        PHYSICAL / OTHER DEVELOPMENT
· Using a bowl of water and a paintbrush, develop shoulder muscles painting vertical and horizontal surfaces- great for garden play!
· Encourage correct posture when your child is mark making at a table. Gently remind them to hold their pencil using a tripod grip. Continue to work on first and family names, begin writing top left on a piece of paper, remembering to form letters at the correct starting point. Lots of letters require forming anti-clockwise circles and re-tracing vertical lines-these skills can be reinforced with pencils/ felts/ ribbons (large scale movements)/ chunky chalks on tarmac and walls
· Scissor skills: Can your child hold scissors effectively and use them to cut a continuous line? 
· Texture: Understanding and using words about texture can be a real challenge. Find items around the home and outside which are: rough, smooth, shiny, spiky, soft, hard and bumpy. How many more can you find?

· Joining: Collect ‘junk’ items such as kitchen rolls and cereal boxes. How can they be joined together? Using paper and thin card, explore joining using split pins, sellotape, a hole punch and string

· Art/ Music Appreciation: The children have viewed sculptures and artists’ work then demonstrated their opinions using a ‘thumbs up/ down/ neutral’ position. This has been followed up by chats with their Talk Partners, sharing thoughts about colour, content etc Enjoy chatting about art work at home and use as a stimulus for activities. Perhaps begin with Piet Mondrain
· Put on music and encourage different types of movement. Support actions such as: strong, gentle, stretching, floppy. Talk about changes in the body during exercise such as the heart beating faster

· Ball skills. Begin with a large ball to support throwing, catching and rolling. Use rolled up socks for target practice!

· Learn to skip form one foot to the other

· Dressing teddy and dolls
· Dressing skills. Can your child independently put on/ take off their own clothes? Challenge your child using a timer as they improve
· Role Play. Support imagination through dressing up using items such as fabric pieces, tea towels, scarves and grown-ups shoes 

· Be a Nature Detective. Look for signs of spring such as buds, different coloured blossom, bird song, nest building etc

· Look for patterns around their home: bricks, railings and grids

· Look at Google Maps with an adult. Talk about aspects of their world such as paths, roads, synagogues etc

· Look out of the window and monitor road/ people traffic, is it busy or quiet?

· Technology: What examples are there around the home or in the car? Discuss purpose-why make a video rather than take a photograph?
