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This half term (Spring 2), Reception will be learning about the following topics:

	Communication, Language and Literacy 
	We will read a variety of rhymes, poems, stories and non-fiction texts. There will be discussions, role play and extending vocabulary relating to the topic “Who can I ask for help?” we will be writing recounts and sentences using sentence starters and retelling stories in our own words. We are continuing to focus on phase 3 Letters and Sounds where we will learn new sounds, blend to read words with these new sounds in and segment to spell words with these sounds in. We will read a variety of sentences and sentences.   

	
	This half term, our literacy targets are :
· I will blend to read and segment to spell words containing the or, ur and ow, oa, oo, ar sounds  
· I will answer questions about a sentence I have just read
· I will write a sentence using finger spaces, some simple words spelt correctly (using a sentence starter that is given) 

	Mathematical Development 
	In Maths, we are learning to add, subtract and double single digit numbers. We are selecting 2 groups to make a given total. Making comparisons and predictions, positions and directions. We are finding which item is the heaviest and lightest and using these words when talking about our work. We are ordering and recognising numerals to 18 and finding 1 more or less than a given number to 18. We will practise counting forwards and backwards in 2s and 10s

	
	This half term, our mathematics targets are :
· I will order sets of numbers to 18, knowing 1 more or less than a given number to 18
· I will count forwards in 2s up to 20
· I will order 3 items by weight and use the words heavier and lighter 

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development
	We will learn to dress and undress independently. Maintain attention in a variety of whole class and small group situations. We will concentrate and sit quietly when appropriate. Choose activities our friends will enjoy. Play co-operatively with our friends, agreeing codes of behaviour amongst ourselves.  Persevere with activities that are challenging. 

	Physical Development
	We will discuss the need for a healthy lifestyle and find ways to live a healthy life. We will develop our racing and cutting skills through making things linked to our interests. We will practice throwing and catching different sized balls. We will develop our pencil grip and control and continue to practise writing on the lines. We will find ways to stay safe on holiday. 

	Expressive Arts and Design  Development
	We will be learning new songs and poems related to Spring and exploring using a variety of different musical instruments.  We will be painting different pictures related to our interests and making models using different tools and techniques.  We will be making models of our chose using salt dough.  

	Understanding the World
	We will be researching and discussing how Christians celebrate Easter in England and around the world. We will design and make Easter cards. We will explore the question, “Who can I ask for help?” we will ask and answer questions linked to this. We will find out how people at school and in the local community help to look after us. We will talk about our favourite places and find out about the buildings in Hale village. We will use the ipads to take photographs and video clips to share with others.  As part of our learning about technology we are going to continue to develop our mouse control painting pictures on a painting program. 


Homework will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record, it is part of their weekly homework.  Please can you also ensure your child brings their book bag to school every day. We encourage your child to change their reading books regularly they need their school books to do this
PE sessions will be on Wednesdays and your child needs to have a named PE kit for these lessons. In school we are encouraging your child to get changed independently and would appreciate your support in helping your child to do this at home. It is an important skill which increases your child’s independence and confidence. Please can you ensure your child always has their full PE kit in school, if they didn’t come home with their PE kits before the holiday, please come into school to see if any missing kit is in school.   
Your child is also encouraged to bring a bottle of water each day. In school we will encourage the children to drink their water.  Fruit juice or cordial are not allowed. We also encourage your child to bring a healthy snack however fresh fruit is available every day for your child to choose a piece of.
