Dear Parents/carers,

	Phonics: Daily practise of recognising phase 3 digraphs and trigraphs. Think of words containing these sounds and say the sounds in the word e.g. sh-o-p. Recognise phase 2 and 3 tricky words on sight and learn how to spell them.

Daily Sentence Writing:
Write at least one sentence about a picture or where you have been. The children are familiar with looking at a picture and writing ‘I can see a ….’ Can they start their sentence with ‘The’ instead e.g. The rabbit is on the grass. Encourage features of good writing i.e letter formation, finger spaces, capital letters and full stops.

Daily Reading:

Read an online book at your child’s level from www.oxfordowl.co.uk. It is free to create your own log on.

	Daily counting of everyday objects 1-10/20.
Ordering and writing numerals as is required by your child. 

Identifying the number that is one more or one less than a number to 10/20.
Creating simple addition and subtraction problems using real objects. Record their number sentence.

Counting on and counting back from a given number. Us a number track for children to either jump along themselves or to use a toy figure to jump along. Ask for example:

 ‘Six count on 3 is ….?’

‘Nine count back 2 is …..?’  

Record their answers as a number sentence.
6+3=9

9-2=7
.

Use junk box materials to create a model. Which shapes have you used?
Use your play people, cars and animals to make up a story. Where is your story set? Who are the characters? What happens in your story? Draw a picture that tells the story?  
Draw a picture that shows signs of spring.
Draw a picture about your favourite story.

Create an obstacle course.

Create a dance to a favourite piece of music.
