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This half term (Summer 1), in Year 1 the curriculum coverage and targets are:
	English
	In English our focus will on reading non-fiction texts. We will be learning about the features of these texts and we will be extending our vocabulary. The children will be using connectives and adjectives and they will know what nouns and verbs are.

	We will be searching and collecting images from the Internet and copying and pasting these onto a Power point or a Microsoft Word document

	Our topic is Significant People. So, we will be learning about Captain Cook and either Queen Elizabeth 1 or William Shakespeare.

	W e will be experimenting with ways of selecting and joining materials to make a construction and we will be investigating ways to make something structurally stronger.
