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Curriculum coverage and targets for Year Two Spring term 2:

	English
	We will be reading ‘Flat Stanley’ over a number of weeks and writing our own stories and character descriptions based on this. We will be reading some fiction linked to our Geography work and be writing our own stories using this as a stimulus. We will also be reading some non-fiction linked to the life cycles of plants and writing non-chronological reports linked to this. 

	
	This half term our targets will be: 

· Spell singular and plural nouns. 
· Spell words with different suffixes added.
· Use capital letters, full stops, exclamation marks and question marks to punctuate my writing. 
· Check my work carefully for grammatical accuracy. 
· Extend sentences using a variety of conjunctions and use powerful vocabulary to make my writing more interesting. 
· Develop my inference skills by using clues in the text to deduce meaning 

	Maths
	We will be exploring numbers and the number system further. We will be revisiting calculation strategies and applying these to solve problems. We will also be looking at data handling and developing our understanding of fractions further. 

	
	This half term our targets will be:
· Give examples to match general statements about numbers . 
· Use different calculation strategies for all four operations. 
· Solve real life word problems and check results using inverse operations. 
· Find fractions of shapes and numbers and solve problems involving fractions.

· Interpret data presented in different graphs.
· Read scales for different measures including; length, mass and capacity. 

	Science
	Plants: we will be investigating what plants need to grow and be healthy. We will be naming the parts of a plant. We will be growing our own seeds and observing how they change over time. We will also be finding out about the different flowers and trees that are growing in our local environment. 

	Geography
	A non-European contrasting locality: this half term we will be finding out what life is like in Africa and how this compares to our lives in the UK. We will be exploring maps to find out what countries make up the continent of Africa as well as finding out about the weather and landscape of African countries. 

	Computing 
	This half term we will be using a program called Scratch to amend a program and explore what happens. We will also be making a simple program to move objects around the screen. 

	Art
	Printing: we will be experiment with leaf printing using leaves we have collected in our local environment as inspirations for our designs. We will also be completing some artwork linked to our Africa topic. 

	French 
	This half term we will be learning the vocabulary for fruits and vegetables then using this vocabulary in sentences to say which we like and don’t like. We will also be revising the days of the week and body parts. 

	P.E.
	Dance – developing creativity and control over movements. 
Games – developing throwing and catching skills. 

	Music
	Composing pieces of music and learning the songs for our Spring performance with Mrs Cooper.

	R.E.
	We will be continuing to find out about Muslims and what they believe, including Eid celebrations and what happens at the mosque. Nearer the end of the half term we will also be exploring the Easter story and finding out how Easter is celebrated.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Good to be me: the children will be discussing what they are good at and what they need to work harder on. We will be thinking about ways to be assertive and continuing to work on friendships. 


Homework and spellings will continue as before.
The amount of homework does increase at this time of year in order to help the children best prepare for their end of Key Stage tests in May. 

PE will continue to be on Tuesdays and Thursdays. 
Games will take place outdoors whenever possible so the children might want to wear a tracksuit, and will need trainers/pumps for these sessions.
