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Curriculum coverage and targets for Year Two Autumn term 2:
	English 
	This half term we will be reading and writing more stories with repeating patterns as well as texts linked to our Topic work. We will also be exploring and writing poetry. We will be looking at different spelling patterns & practising tricky words. We will be checking our work for grammatical accuracy, spelling and punctuation. 

	
	This half term our targets will be:

· Use punctuation to help when reading aloud 

· Use co-ordinating conjunctions within sentences (and, or, but)

· Use capital letters correctly to punctuate my work

· Spell words containing silent letters and words ending with –el, -le, -il or -al 
· Check my writing for sense  
· Ensure consistency in the size and shape of letters, and begin to join my writing

	Maths 
	We will be exploring place value and using this to solve problems. We will be looking at different strategies for addition and subtraction. We will be working with money finding totals & giving change. We will be looking at multiplication and division and solving real life problems involving all 4 operations. We will also be exploring fractions. 

	
	This half term our targets will be: 
· Use place value and numbers to solve problems 
· Add and subtract numbers using different strategies 
· Understand multiplication and division, use this to solve problems 
· Add coins to find totals and calculate change

· Find fractions of shapes and amounts 
· Tell the time to the quarter hour on analogue and digital clocks 

	Science
	This half term we will be finding out about Electricity including simple circuits, conductors of Electricity and electrical safety. 

	Computing
	This half term we will be communicating information using a variety of digital media including digital cameras and paint packages. We will be editing pictures to produce expressive portraits. We will also be carrying out research to support our work in other areas. 

	History 
	We will be finding out about the life of the significant historical figure ‘Florence Nightingale’ and exploring what she is famous for. 

	Art 
	We will be continuing to explore painting looking at creating different shades based on observations of natural forms. 

	P.E.
	Multi-skills – developing overall skills and techniques. 

Dance - developing creativity and control over movements. 

	Music
	Exploring pulse and rhythm. This half term we will also be learning the songs for our Christmas production. 

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Our focus this half term will be ‘getting on & falling out’. We will also be looking at saying no to bullying. 

	French
	This half we will be learning the days of the week and months of the year. We will also be learning the vocabulary associated with the weather and Christmas.  

	RE
	We will continue our topic from last half term exploring sacred texts. We will be reading some stories from the Jewish holy book and thinking about what meaning they could have on our own lives. We will also be exploring the Christmas story in December.
