	Maths 
	We will be exploring the properties of numbers. We will be developing rapid recall of known multiplication facts and learning the 3 times table. We will be continuing to look at different addition & subtraction strategies. We will also be investigating shape, position and direction. 

	
	This half term our targets will be:
· Partition 2-digit numbers

· Recall the multiplication facts for the 2, 5 and 10 times tables and use these to recall related division facts 

· Add and subtract 2-digit numbers 

· Describe the position and direction of shapes 

· Describe the properties of 2D and 3D shapes 

· Organise information into Venn and Carroll Diagrams 

	Science
	Uses of everyday materials: we will be identifying and describing the properties of materials and their uses.

	History 
	The Fire of London: the children will be finding out about The Great Fire of London. We will be finding out how London changed after the fire and looking at sources of evidence. We will be going on a trip linked to this at the start of next half term. 

	Computing
	Controlling a floor and screen turtle.  Children will learn how to create and store instructions to move the floor & screen turtle.

	P.E.
	Gymnastics: developing control over movements and creating sequences. 
Games: developing throwing and catching skills playing dodgeball. 

	Music
	This term we will be exploring pitch, recognising high and low notes in music, singing songs at different pitches as well as playing different notes on instruments.  

	R.E.
	This half term we will finding out ‘Who is a Muslim and what do they believe?’ We will be listening to some stories about the Prophet Muhammad and exploring what a mosque is like. 

	DT
	We will be creating free standing structures linked to our History topic.
