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Curriculum coverage and targets for Year Two Summer term 2:
	English
	This half term we will be reading the story ‘The Owl Who Was Afraid of the Dark.’ We will also read the stories ‘Lizzie and the Birds’ and ‘The Bog Baby’ which link to our Science work on habitats. We will write setting and character descriptions, persuasive texts, instructions and our own stories. We will be practising adding detail and description to our writing as well as checking our work for errors. 

	
	· Use different types of sentences within my writing including: statements, commands, exclamations and questions punctuating them correctly.  
· Use a range of interesting vocabulary including noun phrases and similes to add description to my writing

· Check my written work carefully for mistakes with spelling, punctuation and grammar making any necessary changes
· Extend sentences using a variety of co-ordinating and subordinating conjunctions.
· Read a range of non-fiction texts to learn new facts to support my work in other curriculum areas  
· Revise the Year 2 spellings 

	Maths
	This half term we will be exploring money further including finding totals and giving change. We will be consolidating our calculation methods and using all four operations to solve real life word problems. We will also be exploring fractions further and consolidating telling the time to the nearest 5 minute on analogue and digital clocks. 

	
	· Use estimations and inverse operations to check answers 

· Solve real life word problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication and division

· Tell the time to the nearest 5 minute on analogue and digital clocks

· Solve problems involving durations of time

· Compare and order fractions
· Count in halves and quarters

· Add amounts of money to find totals and work out change

	Science
	This half term we will be finding out about living things in their environment and classifying living things according to their characteristics. We will also be exploring how animals are suited to different habitats and investigating food chains. 

	Geography
	This half term we will be finding out about the seaside town of Southport. We will be creating maps of Southport, finding out why people visit there and comparing and contrasting it to our locality. We will also be visiting Southport to carry out a local area study. 

	Computing
	Children will learn to use and create pictograms in 2Count. They will use binary trees to answer questions and create their own binary trees to sort animals. They will be also use a 2Investigate database to answer questions.

	Art
	This half term we will be making clay models of owls linked to our class book ‘The owl who was afraid of the dark’. 

	P.E.
	Outdoor games – we will be practising striking and fielding skills 
Athletics – we will be developing our athletic skills including: running, jumping and throwing. 

	Music
	What’s the Score?  Children will be using instruments and symbols to compose their own pieces of music.

	R.E.
	We will be continuing with our theme from last half term and thinking about what we can learn from different religions about how to treat others. We will research and find out about Mother Teresa and Doctor Bernardo who cared for others.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	This term we will be focusing on changes and preparing for the move into Year 3. We will also be thinking about developing & maintaining good relationships with each other and developing our co-operation skills. 

	French
	This half term we will be exploring the language of pets and the family. We will also be revising the language of weather and the months of the year. 


Homework and spellings will continue as before. 
PE will continue to be on Tuesdays and Wednesdays. 
Our PE sessions will be outdoors this half term so the children need suitable footwear for this, ideally trainers.
