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In Summer 2, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Three will be:
	English
	We will be reading ‘The Wind in the Willows’ as our class book and complete some different pieces of writing based on this. We will also learn to use the present perfect tense and revise different word classes and sentence types. 

	
	This half term, our targets will be:

· To use interesting and varied vocabulary within my writing. 

· To use a range of conjunctions to extend sentences. 

· To check my work carefully for grammar, spelling and punctuation, making any changes necessary. 
· To be able to punctuate speech correctly. 
· To use evidence from the text to support my comprehension answers.

	Maths
	We will explore pictograms and bar graphs. We will be describing the properties of 2D and 3D shapes, including angles and lines. We will be finding perimeters of simple shapes. We will also complete some revision and a final end of year review. 

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· To interpret data presented in graphs and create graphs to represent data. 

· To identify different types of lines.

· To identify different angles within shapes. 

· To describe and make clockwise and anti-clockwise turns. 

· To find the perimeter of simple shapes. 

	Science
	We will start with Biology by exploring:
· Seed dispersal

· Living things in their habitats

· Food chains 

· Animal adaptations

We will then move on to Chemistry to explore:

· Changing states of matter 

	Computing
	During our computing lessons this half term we will be creating branching databases. 

	History
	In our History topic, we will build on what we have learnt about the Stone Age and Bronze Age to learn about life in the Iron Age. We will think about how life changed when they discovered iron. We will learn about Iron Age hillforts and Celtic tribes. We will be visiting the The Blackden linked to this topic.  

	Geography 
	We will continue our local area study by exploring local transport links and amenities. We will be thinking about why people choose to settle in Hale Barns. We will finish by finding out about changes in the local area in recent years and possible upcoming changes. 

	DT
	We will be doing food technology, designing and making savoury scones. We will explore different savoury ingredients which can be added and evaluate our finished products.

	P.E.
	The children will have the opportunity to participate in a range of different sporting activities during Sports Week. We will also be developing rounders and tennis skills this half term. 

	Music
	We will continue to learn to play the ukulele (you will be invited to a short performance for Y3 parents only in July where the children will demonstrate what they have learnt, more details to follow). 

	R.E.
	The children will learn: ‘What it means to be a Christian in Britain today?’ We will learn about how Christians show their faith in the home and how they worship at church. We will find out about how and why some Christians take Holy Communion and learn about Christian prayer. 

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	We will be exploring changes and thinking of ways to help manage difficult changes in our lives. 

	French
	We will revise the vocabulary for different body parts and colours. We will use this to describe each other and a monster linked to a book. We will also be revising other vocabulary from throughout the year.

Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record, it is part of their weekly homework. (Times table/spelling test every Friday).
