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In Autumn 1, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Three will be:
	English
	In English, we are going to read ‘Charlie and the Chocolate Factory‘ together and complete a range of writing activities based upon the book, including diary entries and shape poems.

	
	This half term, our targets will be:

· To punctuate sentences correctly with capital letters, full stops, question marks and exclamation marks.

· To identify and use past and present tense verbs within sentences, spelling them correctly.
· To use adjectives and similes for description.
· To use a range of strategies to read new and challenging words.
· To make predictions about what might happen in a story.

	Maths
	In Maths, we will revise place value and strategies for adding and subtracting numbers mentally. We will learn about the properties of different 3D shapes and how to find fractions of amounts.

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· To understand place value in 3-digit numbers.

· To partition 3-digit numbers in different ways.
· To add and subtract 2-digit numbers using partitioning.

· To name and describe the properties of 3D shapes.
· To find fractions of objects and amounts and solve simple fraction word problems.

	Science
	Our Science topic this half term is ‘rocks, soils and fossils’. We will learn about how rocks, soil and fossils are formed. We will identify different types of rocks, their properties and look at different uses of rocks. Our trip to the Manchester Museum will enhance and reinforce our learning about fossils (more details to follow).

	Computing
	We will practise our typing skills in our computing lessons, trying to increase speed and accuracy. We will use our typing skills and the features of Microsoft Word to create fact files.

	Geography
	In our Geography topic, we will study the United Kingdom. We will map countries, counties, rivers, cities and topographic features. We will find out about places of interest in the UK and different coastal features. We will also look at the distribution of resources in the United Kingdom.

	Art
	We will investigate patterns. We will use pencils to sketch fossils and use pastels to draw patterns inside fruit. We will investigate and create different shades of colour using watercolour paints and practise making a range of marks with a paintbrush. Finally, we will draw and paint a pattern.

	P.E.
	This half term we will be going swimming every Thursday afternoon. We will be developing our football skills with a coach from Altrincham Football Club each Tuesday.

	Music
	We will explore descriptive sounds in the ‘Animal Magic’ unit.

	R.E.
	This half term, we will be exploring the key question: ‘What do different people believe about God?’ We will explore what Christians and Muslims believe about God. The children will reflect on their own questions and beliefs about God.

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Our PSHE theme for this half term is ‘New Beginnings’. We will get to know each other better, identify things that are special about ourselves and understand the need for rules. We will also explore different emotions and how to manage them.

	French
	We will learn different greetings and how to ask questions and make statements about name and age.


Homework, usually English, Maths and any spellings/multiplication tables will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record to enable them to progress through the planets as part of the ‘Reading Rockets’ reward scheme. Times tables and spelling tests will be on Fridays.
Outdoor PE sessions will be on Tuesday afternoons and swimming will be on Thursday afternoons; a suitable kit is needed for these lessons. If children have their ears pierced, it would be preferable if they could leave their earrings at home on P.E. days. If not, they must be able to remove their earrings themselves and are responsible for putting them somewhere safe.
