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In Summer 1, the curriculum coverage and targets for Year Three will be:
	English
	In English, we will be reading ‘The Lost Happy Endings’ and complete a range of writing tasks based on the book throughout the half term. We will write descriptions of characters and settings and write our own version of the story. We will continue to explore use of interesting and varied vocabulary within our writing. We will look at how to extend sentences to add more detail to our writing. We will also write our own poetry based on the poem ‘The magic Box’. 

	
	This half term, our targets will be:

· To start sentences in a variety of ways, including with verbs, adverbs and conjunctions.

· To develop my use of adjectives and descriptive language.

· To identify the language the writer has used to create different moods and build up tension from my reading. 
· To use a wider range of punctuation within my writing. 
· To refer to the text to support my answers. 

	Maths
	In Maths, we will explore time by revising five-minute times from Year 2 before moving on to one-minute times. We will solve time word problems including durations of time. We will also look at the 24 hour clock. 

	
	Our Maths targets will be:

· To tell the time accurately on analogue and digital clocks

· To measure and compare time

· To find durations of time 
· To solve time problems 

	Science
	We will begin with Physics by exploring:
· How shadows are formed

· How shadows change throughout the day 

· Electrical conductors and insulators 

· The moon’s movement relative to the sun 
We will then move on to Biology and explore:

· The life cycle of flowering plants

· Seed dispersal 

	Computing
	This half term we will be exploring spreadsheets and using features within them. We will also explore different simulations and evaluate them. 

	History
	In our History topic, we are going to learn about life in the Bronze Age and how the discovery of metal changed life for people at this time. We will learn about the ‘Beaker people and the impact they had on life in Britain. We will learn about how people were buried at this time and why this was. We will also find out about trade during the Bronze Age. 

	Geography 
	We will conduct a study of our local area. We will be drawing maps of our local area using symbols and a key. We will plan routes between places using maps. We will find out about land use in our local area and explore changes that have taken place within recent years. 

	Art
	In Art, we will be using collage techniques to create our own flower collages based on Van Gogh’s ‘Sunflowers’. 

	P.E.
	This half term our PE sessions will be athletics and cricket with a coach. 

	Music
	Mrs Cooper will teach the children how to play the ukulele.

	R.E.
	We will explore ‘‘What it means to be a Hindu in Britain today?’ We will learn about how Hindus show their faith in the home, what a shrine consists of and the different gods and goddesses that they worship. We will find out about how Hindus in Britain live their lives. We will also find out how Hindu’s worship at the temple by visiting the Gita Bhavan temple in Manchester. 

	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	We will be developing our social and co-operation skills. We will be thinking about showing tolerance and respect towards others. We will be thinking about the question ‘Can men and women do the same jobs?’ and exploring gender equality. 

	French
	We will revise a range of colours in French and the different body parts. We will learn to sing the French version of ‘head, shoulders, knees and toes’. We will describe people’s eye and hair colour. 


Homework, usually English, Maths and any spelling/multiplication tables will be given out on a Friday to be handed in by the following Wednesday. Please read with your child regularly and record this in their reading record, it is part of their weekly homework. (Times table & spelling test every Friday).
PE will be on Monday and Thursday afternoons. Please ensure that your child has an appropriate PE kit – shorts, t-shirt and trainers. A fleece or hooded top would also be useful for outdoor PE.  If your child has their ears pierced, they must be able to remove their earrings themselves for PE lessons (or leave them at home on these days).  
This term we will be learning to play the ukulele, so the children will be bringing home an instrument soon. Please encourage them to practise at home so that they can remember what we have done during the lesson each week and develop their skills. The instruments have been provided by Trafford Music Services. Please ensure that your child takes good care of the instrument they bring home, as any loss or damages will need to be paid for (as the separate letter explains – which the children will bring home next week). Please read the letter and return the form to say that you agree to these conditions. The children will need to bring their instrument back to school each Monday in readiness for the lesson on Tuesday. 

Please can you also ensure your child has the correct equipment required for school: a blue fibre-tipped pen (not biro), a pencil, ruler and rubber. Last half term a lot of the children didn’t have this equipment and school supplies were running very low! Coloured pencils, scissors and glue are also useful. 

As the weather gets warmer please also ensure that your child has a water bottle in school each day.
