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 This half term (Autumn 2) Year 5 will be learning about the following topics and working towards these key targets:
	English
	English will cover a variety of spelling prefixes and suffixes as well as looking at directed speech, pronouns, relative clauses and plural nouns. We will link our extended writing pieces to our Physics topic, particularly Space. 
Our targets:

· Write persuasively using emotive language and rhetorical questions

· Write factually about different aspects of Space

· To use semicolons and subordinate clauses in all our writing pieces

· To use a variety of prefixes including re de mis dis 

· To read factual information and summarise the main points

· To recognise the active and passive voice in texts

	Maths
	Daily practice of number fluency will take the form of times table tests, mental maths, maths skills practice using assertive mentoring materials. 

We will look at multiplication, division before moving on to fractions and fraction equivalents. We will continue to develop reasoning by looking at why questions are incorrect/correct and finding more than one solution for maths problems.

	Computing
	5.3 Spreadsheets: what are the advantages of spreadsheets? Children make up their own using a simple formula  

	P.E.
	Netball & Hockey: focussing on passing and catching skills. Play small games with house teams as opponents.

	Music
	Children will continue to focus their listening and learn:
• that sounds can be contrasted

• about different textures

• about how pitched sounds when combined can sound relaxed or tense

• how to select sounds and resources to achieve intended effects

• to extend their sound vocabulary and achieve an intended effect
Christmas songs

	DT
	Designing and building Anglo Saxon wells using wood and other materials. Children will make these as authentic as they can and work in their Kagan groups using DT equipment such as saws and glue guns.  

	French
	Children will continue to developing their listening, speaking and reading skills. They will also learn about the planets in French, which will tie in with our science topic. 

	R.E.
	Outline Jesus’ teaching on how his followers should live. 
Offer interpretations of two of Jesus’ parables and say what they might teach Christians about how to live. 
Explain the impact Jesus’ example and teachings might have on Christians today.  Discuss what Jesus would do in relation to a moral dilemma from today’s world.

	P.S.R.H.E & Citizenship
	This term we will focus on anti-bullying strategies and raise awareness of what bullying is and how to counteract it. We will also look at strategies to help us get along better with one another in and outside school.

	Science
	Physics- investigating magnets, air resistance and describe the relative movement of the Earth Moon and Sun and look closely at the solar system.

	History
	Anglo-Saxon way of life including looking at artefacts, the work of archaeologist, different burial sites, importance of monasteries and religions.

	Geography
	Measuring local rainfall, finding water sources using maps and explaining water’s importance to the different biomes. Explain the water-cycle and cloud formation.  Explain how humans affect aquatic biomes.
