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 This half term (Spring 1) Year 5 will be learning about the following topics and working towards these key targets:

	English
	We will read The Lion, The Witch & The Wardrobe by CS Lewis and look at comprehension questions connected to the book. In addition, children will write a long story based around fantasy and adventure themes.

Our targets this term are:

· To identify the subject and predicate in clauses

· To write relative clauses

· To use link words and phrases in paragraphs

· To make comparisons across a range of books

· To spell words from the Y5/6 spelling list

· To recite a poem or extract from memory to an audience

	Daily Fluency practice: mental maths, maths skills, times tables, quick maths
To use Varied fluency followed by reasoning and problem solving to cover the following:

· Ordering and sequencing of fraction Addition and subtraction of fractions with different denominator
· Multiplication of fraction with a whole number

· Fraction problems 

	Computing
	Children complete the purple mash unit 5.4: Databases. This will involve children searching existing databases and then starting to create their own.

	P.E.
	Our indoor module will be dance and based around WW2 swing music.
Outside PE- dodgeball.



	Music
	Singing and rhythm activities enabling the children to develop good listening and performing. To use drumming equipment to make coordinated rhythms.

	        DT
	Children will practise their drawing skills using different HB pencils. They will look at perspective (near and far using vanishing points and draw interior and exterior images.

	French
	French- food and drink. Likes and dislikes. Understanding instructions. Reading directions.

	R.E.
	 What does it mean to belong to a faith community? (Christianity and Islam) Children share experiences of their own religions. Talk about stories of people who belong to groups. Find out about some symbols of belonging (Christianity and Islam). Explore the idea that everyone is valuable (refer to Baptism and dedication).


	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	This term we will focus on how to be an effective learner and the skills and attributes needed to achieve this. We will look at the story of The Fourth Son, and how he became good at many things through practise and open mindedness (link to growth mind set work)

	Science
	Our science topic will centre around materials and their properties and involve learning about the following:
· filtration
· irreversible change
· heating and cooling affect materials
· grouping materials according to their properties
· independent variable 
· fair testing

	Geography
	In Geography, we will study South America in detail and compare it with the UK. We will write a fact file about particular countries; look at the Andes in detail; and how humans have settled across the continent.



	History
	History will focus around The Battle of Britain and its effect on British history and what kind of country we would be living in if we had lost. We will also look at the risk of invasion and its consequences, the Blitz and its effects, the life of ordinary people, the experiences of evacuees and the Holocaust.
