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 This half term (Spring 2) Year 5 will be learning about the following topics and working towards these key targets:

	English
	English work centres around our history topic, The Battle of Britain. The class will write mini play scripts about life during those times emphasising what everyday life was like. They will use their experiences of visiting the Stockport Air-raid Shelters and WW2 museum to help with their compositions. 

Class text: The War That Saved My Life by K B Bradley.

Our targets for the coming term will include:

· Using colons in play scripts

· To recognise and use all types of adverbs (time, manner and place)

· To use historical language to aid authenticity

· To revise and understand the use of direct speech

· To write factually using formal writing (newspaper reports) 

	Maths
	Maths will involve daily practice of number fluency, mental maths and maths skills practise using assertive mentoring materials. We will look at:

· Ordering and sequencing decimal fractions to 2dp

· Rounding decimal fractions

· Converting decimals to fractions and percentages

· Calculating the area and perimeter of compound shapes
We will continue to develop reasoning by looking at why questions are incorrect/correct and finding more than one solution for maths problems.

	Computing
	Children will use the Purple Mash 2DIY tools to create their own game. They will also research aspects of our Science and History topics



	P.E.
	Football; develop team tactics to score and pass the ball.
Tennis: racket and ball skills focussing on control. 

	Music
	Singing and rhythm Easter songs led by Mrs Cooper every Tuesday

	DT
	Food tech: plan healthy meals using rationed ingredients.

	French
	Seasons, weather and months of the year.
Children ask simple questions


	R.E.
	 Children will make connections between Muslim’s Five Pillars and their beliefs about God and the Prophet Muhammad. They will describe and reflect on the significance of the Holy Qur’an to Muslims. They will also make connections between the key functions of the mosque and the beliefs of Muslims. 


	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	Relationships: how can we get on better together and how we cope with uncomfortable feeling like embarrassment and awkwardness.

	Science
	Chemistry: soluble and insoluble materials making, ‘Alien Soup’ and discussing how to identify its ingredients through filtering, heating and magnetism.
Physics: studying the Moon’s movements relative to Earth’s, air resistance and make electric circuits using different bulb and battery strengths. 

	Geography
	We will study South America in detail and compare it with the UK. We will write a fact file about particular countries; look at the Andes in detail; and how humans have settled across the continent.



	History
	We will continue to learn about WW2 and its effect on British history and what kind of country we would be living in if we had lost. We will also look at the risk of invasion and its consequences; the Blitz and its effects; the life of ordinary people; the experiences of evacuees; what happened during the Holocaust; and the formation of the United Nation.
