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This half term (Autumn 1), Year 6 will be learning about the following topics:

	English
	Grammar and punctuation: Complex sentences, word classes, semi-colons and colons. Spelling: spelling roots and patterns with prefixes and suffixes and homophones application. Key word spellings.

We will be studying Roald Dahl reading ‘The Boy.’ To link with this, we will be learning about biographical writing and creating our own autobiographies.

	Science
	We will be learning about animals and plants and how they can be classified into different categories and groups. We will be considering the work of Carl Linnaeus and how he began to classify different groups. We will also be learning about how animals and plants have adapted to survive in conditions- desert, ocean, tropical and Arctic. This will follow onto work on adaptation and evolution later in the year. 



	Computing 
	This half term the children will begin to develop their knowledge and understanding of algorithms, using computer programming for control. We will begin with Scratch software and develop commands to create our own quizzes with scoring systems. 



	P.E.
	We will be consolidating Lacrosse skills in weekly lesson from our specialist coach. The children will be playing matches and working on team games and skills. The children will also develop their control and movement in gymnastics lessons developing sequences in small groups and in pairs using canon, reflection and symmetry. The children will participate in the bikeability scheme. 


	Music
	Singing for Harvest; ‘Songwriter’ - focus on lyrics of songs, mood and purpose
We will be learning about ‘roundabout’ music and how to sing and perform in musical rounds. Children will be beginning to play and respond the musical rounds in the classroom. 



	R.E.
	Is it better to express your religion in arts and architecture or in charity and generosity? Describe and make connections between examples of religious art and buildings.  Show understanding or the value of art and sacred buildings and suggest reasons why some believers see generosity and charity as more important than buildings and art. 


	P.S.H.E. & Citizenship
	New beginnings-rights and responsibilities around school in Year 6, coping with feelings in new situations. Expectations and setting goals for ourselves for the new year. Trafford Bike ability road safety issues.

	French 
	French: Developing listening, speaking and reading skills in French. General revision of greetings and basic French conversational skills. Children will begin to tell the time in French, developing their knowledge of vocabulary in this area. They will also start to give directions. 



	History
	Children will consider the impact of Queen Victoria and this era of industrialisation. We will think about ‘Who were the Victorians?’ The topic will include a study of the Victorian era and research project on a famous Victorian person. The children will study the chronology of key events in the Victorian era and what Manchester was like in the industrial period. 



	Art 
	The children will look at the invention of photography and the use of portraits for the Royal Family. We will recreate our own Victorian portraits and silhouettes, influenced by Victorian artists. 

The children will create pencil sketches of Victorian Manchester using a nrage of shades and tones in their work.
